The Bunting Blaustein Cancer Research building and the David H. Koch Cancer Research building have been awarded Silver certifications and The Broadway Research and Ross Research buildings were awarded Certified certifications in the LEED-EB (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design for Existing Buildings: Operations and Maintenance) category. 

These awards give the School of Medicine the largest inventory by square footage for research buildings in the State of Maryland, as well as being the 1st and 2nd LEED-EB Certified research buildings in the State.
